Farmer bodies flag concerns
over tariff relief plan for US

New Delhi, June 25

AS THE FIRST tranche of the
India-US trade deal is likely by
July 9,several “sensitive” agri-
cultural sectors have raised con-
cerns over the potential adverse
impact of the deal on small
farmers if the country agrees to
cut duties on agri products, as
demandedbytheUS.

While the US is asking for
duty cuts by India for soyabean,
corn, apple and dairy products,
India traditionally has resisted
giving marKket access in these
areas to protect the interest of
small and marginal farmers.

In addition, the US is also
seekingaccess forits genetically
modified (GM) products, even
though India has not yet
allowed their imports. New
Delhi hasn't granted approval
for the commercial cultivation
ofany GM crops sincethe nod to
the commercial cultivation of
BT cotton in 2002. Commercial
cultivation of GM food crops
continue tobebanned in India.

However,in 2021, India had
allowed the import of 1.2 mil-
lion tonnes (MT) of GM soy-
ameal for chicken feed on an

exceptional basis due to high
domesticfeed prices.

Strongly opposinganymove
toimportsoyabean from the US,
the Soybean Processor Associa-
tion of India (SOPA) said it would
make domestic cultivation eco-
nomically unviable. Imports
from the US under lower tariffs
would hit domestic soybean
producersgiven huge difference
in cost of the production for the
oilseed varieties between both
the countries.

“At present, while soybean
prices of the US origin was rul-
ingaround $390/tonne(around
335,000/tonne) against our
minimum support price of

$620/tonne (3¥5328/tonne),
which makes any proposal to
import soybean from US will
have huge adverse impact on
the domestic production,” DN
Pathak, executive director,
SOPA, told FE.

There are around 6 million
farmers who grow soyabeansin
the country.Pathaksaid export-
ing soyameal afterextractingoil
from imported seed as mooted
by Niti Aayog is not economi-
callyviable as mostof the 30 MT
of crushing capacities are
located in central India which
wouldadd transportation cost.

Earlier this month, a Niti
Aayogworking papertitled ‘Pro-

moting India-US agricultural
trade under the new US trade
regime’ suggested that India
should allow soyabean oil
imports from the US toreduce
tradeimbalance.Thisdecision to
allow the import of soybean oil
from the US would not hurt
domestic production, as the
country imports substantial
quantities or around 58% of
India’s cookingoil consumption.

“For last five decades since
the beginning of the operation
in the 1970s,the government
hasbeen encouraginglocal pro-
duction of milk and products
which is the only livelihood

THE RISK CAPITAL, which is
used to fund innovation in the
pharma sector, is limited in
India,said RajeevSingh Raghu-
vanshi, DrugController General
of India (DCGI).

Raghuvanshi was speaking
atthe FE Healthcare Summit &
Awards 2025 on Wednesday.

Further, he said corporates
need to step up their efforts to
attract international investors
to India. According to Raghu-
vanshi, in order to provide an
enablingenvironment, thereg-
ulator’s approach has shifted
towards light-touch regula-
tions, focusing more on effi-
ciency in execution.

Raghuvanshi also said the
domestic pharma industry
needs tolookbeyond the gener-
ics space. Perceived as a “phar-
macy of the world”, India has

INDIA'S PRODUCTION OF
horticulture crops is esti-
mated to have increased by
3.66% to 367.72 million
tonne (MT)in 2024-25 crop
year (July-June), according
to the second advance
estimates released by the
Union agriculture ministry
on Wednesday.

The output had fallen to
354.74 MT in 2023-24
crop year from 355.54 MT
in the previous year, mainly
due to 20% drop in onion
production compared to
previous year.

The horticultural crops
production continues to be
higher than the foodgrain
production in absolute
terms, though the growth
rates in last two years were
higherfor the latter.

Output of rice, wheat,
pulses and coarse cereals in
2024-25 crop year was esti-
mated atarecord 353.2 MT,

tobringinnovative nutraceuti-
cal brands to consumers in
India and other agreed territo-
ries.The partnership was forged
to bring together the well-
known global range of nutri-
tional health solutionsaswellas
vitamins,minerals,herbalsand
supplements of Nestle Health
Science backed with the strong
and established commercial
strengthsof DrReddy’s in India.

Dr Reddy’s also acquired
Haleon Plc’s global portfolio of
consumer healthcare brands,

outside of the US, in the Nico-

tine Replacement Therapy
(NRT) category.

Arvind Lal, executive chair-
man of Dr Lal PathLabs, said
non-communicable diseases
like cancer, diabetes, and blood
pressure are becoming a prob-
lem area for the country, and
there’s a need to monitor the
lipid profiles of individuals.

India has been the world’s
biggest milk producer since
1998 followed by the US.

Stating there is growing
anticipation of a short-term
'mini-deal'with the US by July 9
and a full bilateral trade agree-
mentbyyear-end,Shweta Saini,
agricultural economistand CEO
of Arcus Policy Research, said
keyissues like dairy, maize,soy-
abean,and GM imports remain
unresolved. “India is rightly
resisting pressure to open its
markets,”Saini said.

Indiacanbe proudof.OnThurs-
day, the CM will be the guest at
Express Adda in Delhi.

No stranger to the city’s pol-
itics, Gupta started out asa stu-
dentleaderwith the ABVPinthe
early1990sandwentontoserve
as presidentof the Delhi Univer-
sity Students’ Union in 1996-
97. The Shalimar Bagh MLA
entered thecity’s electoral poli-
tics in 2007, when she was
elected as a councillor in the
Municipal Corporation of Delhi
(MCD). She made it to MCD
House twice again before being
chosen as Chief Minister.

In March, she announced
several schemes as part of an
ambitious budget estimate of
X1 lakh crore forthe first time,

big-ticket announcements
ranging from a clean Yamuna
to pothole-free roads,and more
recently, regulation on private
school fees.
Gupta’stenuresofarhasalso
seenanemphasisonimproving
road and health infrastructure,
and on adopting Central
schemes. With emphasis on
increased coordination withthe
Centre, she has met with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, home
minister Amit Shah as well as
other Union ministers, espe-
cially on issues such as cleaning
of the Yamuna,road infrastruc-
ture,law and orderand health.
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Within days of taking oath,
Gupta and her ministers also
cleared the decks for the adop-
tion of the Ayushman Bharat
insurance as well as the health
infrastructure upgrade
schemes. This was followed by
the BJP wresting control of the
MCD from AAP, the previous
ruling partyin Delhi,essentially
giving the city a “triple-engine”
BJPgovernment.

Net FDI inflows at 35-month
high of $3.95 bn in April

INDIA RECEIVED NET foreign
directinvestment (FDI)of $3.95
billion in April, the mostin 35
months and more than double
fromayearago,datareleased by
the Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
on Wednesday showed, while
spending on foreign studies
under the central bank’s Liber-
alised Remittance Scheme(LRS)
was down year-on-year for the
ninth month in a row.

The surge in foreign invest-
ments inthe first month of the
current fiscal came after
March had seen net outflows
of $438 million,with six of the
last nine months of 2024-25
seeing outflows on a netbasis.

On a gross basis, FDI
inflows in April stood at
$8.80 billion—the highest in
39 months—and up 23%
year-on-year.

Net FDI is calculated after
adjusting for investments that
are repatriated by foreign com-
paniesand overseasinvestments
made byIndian companies.

Investments in manufac-
turing and business services
made up nearly half the gross
FDI inflow figure in April, RBI

economists said in the central
bank’s monthly State of the
Economy article, also pub-
lished Wednesday.

The increase in April fol-
lows a particularly difficult
year for India, with 2024-25
seeing net FDI inflows of just
$2.29billion,down 77% from
$10.13 billionin 2023-24.

According to RBI econo-
mists, the increase in repatria-
tionin 2024-25 “isa sign of a
mature  market  where
foreigninvestors can enterand
exit smoothly”.

On a gross basis, FDI
inflows into India in 2024-25
were up 14% at $81.04 billion,
which RBI said was indicative
of India remaining an attrac-
tive investment destination.
